Homer (8th century BC)
Homer is best known for the two epic poems the Iliad and the Odyssey.
Sophocles (496 – 406 BC)
Sophocles was a tragedian who wrote 123 plays during his life. Only seven have survived in entity, but they include classics such as Antigone, Oedipus the King and Electra.
Euripides (480 – 406 BC)
Euripides was another Greek tragedian. He wrote about 95 plays, 18 of which have survived completely and many more as fragments. His most known works are Alcestis, Medea and The Bacchus.
Aristophanes (446 – 386 BC)
Aristophanes was a playwright who wrote comedies. He wrote 40 plays, 11 of which have survived as complete manuscripts. Plato pointed out that Aristophanes’ play The Clouds as a contributing factor to the trial and execution of Socrates. Whether that was really the case is disputable. Other notable plays from his hand are The Wasps and Lysistrata, The Birds, Lysistrata.

1911 Virginia moves into shared housing at 38 Brunswick Square, with Adrian, Duncan Grant, Maynard Keynes, and Leonard Woolf (all members of Bloomsbury group).
1912 Leonard proposes to Virginia in January, she is ill in February and March, accepts his proposal May 29, and they marry August 10; she is 30, he is 31.
Virginia has a major breakdown in the summer, attempts suicide in September, and is not fully restored to health until 1915.
1914 War declared (WWI)
1915 Virginia and Leonard move to Hogarth House, Richmond (near London) and decide to buy a printing press. The Voyage Out is published in March 
1917 April The printing press is delivered to Hogarth House. Their first publication is Two Stories: "A Mark on the Wall" [by Virginia Woolf] and "Three Jews" [by LW]. 1918 Nov 11 Armistice Day (end of WWI).
1919 September Virginia and Leonard move to Monk’s House, Rodmell (in Sussex). Night and Day is published in October by the Hogarth Press, which will publish all of her subsequent books (16 total, plus The Voyage Out).
1922 Jacob’s Room published. 
1924 March Virginia and Leonard move to 52 Tavistock Square. 
"Mr. Bennett and Mrs. Brown" published.  Mrs. Dalloway in progress.

Chronology of Jonathan Swift's Life
1667        Jonathan Swift born on November 30 in Dublin, Ireland; 
1688        William of Orange invades England, initiating the Glorious Revolution in England. With Dublin in political turmoil, Trinity College is closed, and Swift goes to England.
1689        Swift becomes secretary in the household of Sir William Temple at Moor Park in Surrey. Swift reads extensively in Temple's library, and meets Esther Johnson, who will become his "Stella." He first begins to suffer from Meniere's Disease, a disturbance of the inner ear.
1692        Temple enables Swift to receive an M. A. degree from Oxford, and Swift publishes first poem.
1695        Swift ordained as a priest in the Church of Ireland, the Irish branch of the Anglican Church.

1696-1699        Swift returns to Moor Park, and composes most of A Tale of a Tub, his first great work
1701        Swift awarded D. D. from Dublin University, and publishes his first political pamphlet, supporting the Whigs against the Tories.
1704        Anonymous publication of Swift's A Tale of a Tub, The Battle of the Books, and The Mechanical Operation of the Spirit.
1708        Swift meets Addison and Steele, and publishes the Bickerstaff Papers and An Argument Against Abolishing Christianity.
1710        Swift returns to England. Publication of "A Description of a City Shower." Swift falls out with Whigs, allies himself with the Tories, and becomes editor of the Tory newspaper The Examiner.
1710        Swift writes the series of letters which will be published as The Journal to Stella.
1714        Foundation of Scriblerus Club. Queen Anne dies, George I takes the throne, the Tories fall from power, and Swift's hopes for advancement in England come to an end: he returns to Ireland "to die," as he says, "like a poisoned rat in a hole."

1720        Swift begins work upon Gulliver's Travels, intended, as he says in a letter to Pope, "to vex the world, not to divert it."
1724       Gullivers Travels completed.
